
1.  Application:
Must be filled out completely with all correct information.  Please print all information.  Previous dance is not REQUIRED, nor do you have to be in one of FRHS’ dance classes to make the team.
2.  Picture:
Please select and attach a current picture of the candidate on the Application for the director to view.  This picture will NOT be returned.  Please staple – do not paperclip.  Please do not use a picture off of myspace or facebook. I would like a good picture that is clear so I can tell it is you.
3.  Report Card:
The candidate’s most recent report card must be attached with the tryout information.  (Report card after Spring Break)  All grading periods must be shown, August through March.

4.  Medical/Travel Form:
This form must be filled out completely with all correct information.  Requires notarization.

5.  Participation Contract:
The Sun Dancer Constitution and Handbook must be accessed online at www.frhssundancers.com.  Read these documents. This form must be signed and dated by both the candidate and the parent/guardian.  Requires notarization.
6.  Code of Conduct:
This must be signed and dated by both the candidate and the parent/guardian.

7.  Pre-Participation Medical History:
Must be accurately filled out by a parent; both parent and candidate sign.  (No Physical needed)
8.  Fundraising Obligation Agreement:  Parents and candidate must read, agree, sign and date  




   this form.


***Each candidate must have all of the above information on Tuesday, April 10th at 4:00pm.  If any portion of this information is missing or incomplete, the candidate will not be allowed to stay for the audition process, therefore, she will not be allowed to audition.

How the try-out process works:  
Try-outs are a 4 day process in which the director(s) choose the team based on technique, memory, precision, and performance ability.  The director(s) can evaluate your daughter over a period of 4 days.  This allows your daughter to redeem herself if she happens to have an”off day.”  We believe a candidate can progress dramatically in a 4 day period and should be evaluated each day to determine whether or not she makes the team.  

Each day of the Tryout Workshops is mandatory.  If a candidate misses one day, she forfeits her right to audition.  Candidates must attend the entire length of the try-out week.  Candidates should wear comfortable clothing they can dance in.  Clothing should be appropriate and lady-like.  Gum, food, jewelry and drink are not allowed.  Parents/visitors are not allowed to attend, view or video the tryout workshops or the actual tryouts.

Tryout week days are from 4:00pm to 6:30pm in the large gym at Fossil Ridge High School and candidates must arrive on time.  You will learn 3 combinations: A technique, pom, and jazz combination. 
Friday, April 13th  – Final Day Evaluation.  The candidates will need to meet in the main gym at 4:00pm.  Candidates need to wear a black leotard or t-shirt, black jazz pants or tights, black socks and black jazz shoes.  Candidates will need to wear their hair in a low ponytail with the bangs pined back, performance make-up and red lipstick.  This is the final day of the try-out week and the candidates will be able to perform with veteran Sun Dancers.  

Please remember, this day is not considered a final try-out day that decides whether or not your daughter makes the team.  It is simply the last time to perform for the director(s).  Their score will be for the entire week, not the final evaluation day only. 

What to expect the day of Final Evaluation:

· Each candidate will be known by a number which will be worn throughout the entire try-out week.

· Each candidate will perform all of the combinations in groups of 3-4 with Veteran Sun Dancers

· Each candidate will be evaluated by the directors.

· The selection of team members will be based on dance technique, showmanship, knowledge of dance, and rhythm over a 4 day period.

Please remember there is no set number of girls to make the team.  The directors will be evaluating the girls based on their potential.  

After the final evaluation is completed, the results will be posted on the outside door by the gymnasium TWO HOURS after the audition process is over.  The candidate’s number is what is posted; so make sure you remember your tryout number.  If you would like to submit your email address, an email will go out at the same time the results are posted that lists the candidate’s numbers who made the Sun Dancer team.
Techniques 
Techniques you will need to know how to do during tryouts:

· A single or double pirouette; right or left side

· A regular Jete or leap; right or left side

· A battement or kick; right or left leg

· A clean chaine turn; right and left

· A clean chasse, right and left

· Right and left spilt

Note:  Knowing these techniques will not make or break you during tryout week; however, knowing how to do them before tryouts will definitely prepare you in the long run.  I want you, as a candidate, to be aware of the techniques you will see in your dances so that you can prepare yourself as best as possible.

Perform pom
The estimated yearly cost for new members involved with being a new Sun Dancer is about $1500.00.  This fee is for everything we do to function as an organization.  We will have fund-raisers available for the Sun Dancers to help offset this cost.  For just clothes payments There are 4 payments dates – April 25, May 15, June 14 and July 23.  The amount is paid for completely by July 23, 2012.  Other expenses and fees throughout the year will be made monthly per semester.

If your daughter is selected as a Sun Dancer, she will attend the first spring training meeting on April 18th at 4:00pm in the dance room at Fossil Ridge and should last until 6:30pm. The new team will meet once a week for spring training for 4 weeks.  On April 25th at the second spring training meeting each new member must have a $250 deposit at that time.  The deposit will need to be made out to SDSO.  Please put your daughter’s name on all checks.  You can, of course, bring cash, and this deposit is non-refundable.  Parents do not attend.
If your daughter is not selected as a Sun Dancer, please consider enrolling her in the dance classes offered at Fossil Ridge or at a dance studio.  I would love to see these girls tryout again after gaining some additional dance experience and training.

Parents of the new Sun Dancers will be strongly encouraged to attend the SDSO Meeting to become members of the booster club (bring $20 to the meeting.  

$10 = membership fee and $10 = contributes to the New Team Social in May).  This meeting will be April 17, 2012 at 7:00pm in the cafeteria at FRHS .  The SDSO (Sun Dancer Service Organization) Board members and Ms. Hoffman will share valuable and relevant information to help make your time as a Sun Dancer parent enjoyable and successful.

A candidate must meet the following criteria to audition for Sun Dancers:

(  Must be entering Fossil Ridge High School.

(  Must not have been academically ineligible for two or more grading periods during the application year. (six weeks grades only, not semester)

(  Must not have two or more “N’s” in conduct.  (A candidate with one “N” in conduct may audition under probationary status.

(  Must not have one or more “U’s” in conduct.

(  Must have no CPC assignments during application year.

(  Must not graduate midterm.

(  Must attend Mandatory Tryout Meeting with one parent.

(  Must attend all Tryout Workshops.

(  Must not have missed more than 10% of school days in any course.

(  All financial obligations to any KISD affiliated program must be cleared.

(  Candidates must be cleared through the attendance and administrative offices.

**The Director will determine any extenuating circumstances.

ALSO:

· Each member must WANT to be a Sun Dancer.  A prospective member must currently attend a KISD school

· Each member must be willing to abide all rules and follow directions

· Each member must enjoy learning and performing dances

· Each member must demonstrate responsibility at all times

· Each member must understand that any decision made by the directors/ administration is in the best interest of the team and its members

· Each member must have a desire to cooperate and to the “one of the group”

· Each member must maintain a 70 average in all classes (no-pass-no-play)

· Each member must register for the drill team class for the school year (1st period)

· Each member is required to participate in all activities in which the organization is involved, be it performance, fund-raising, school or community events

· All members are required to attend drill team camp and other required dance/choreography workshops through the year

· After school and summer practices are REQUIRED.  Time specifications for these will be established as camp dates and other school schedules become available to the director.  Summer practice for all members is mandatory upon notification of these dates and times.

· All members must be present for all practice sessions, games, camp, pep rallies, competition, etc.

· All members audition for every performance unless ill or injured

· Members will purchase their practice clothing and other necessary clothing as required.  All personal financial obligations for uniform orders must be met or members will not receive their items until paid.  NO LATE PAYMENTS OR POST DATED CHECKS.
